Minutes of the OHCA ID/DD
Board of Directors Meeting
February 10, 2020
2:00 p.m., Teleconference

Present: Sherry Rinck, Chair; Karen Knavel, Vice Chair; Nisi Pozderac, Joe Kowalski, Tim Dotson & Becky Sharp; Debbie Jenkins and Pete Van Runkle, staff.

Meeting was called to order by Chair Sherry Rink. The Association's anti-trust compliance policy was reviewed and the Agenda accepted.

Debbie Jenkins shared that since the last board meeting, OHCA gained a new ID/DD member: Lutheran Ministries of Mercy, which operates both Luther Home of Mercy & Filling Home of Mercy.  
Ms. Jenkins then shared some updates on various DODD efforts:

1) Franchise Permit Fee Portal - Ms. Jenkins shared that OHCA has received several questions related to the FPF portal.  She reminded members that the new portal will replace the email providers had been sending DODD with their actual inpatient days by the 15th of each month.  If members experience issues with the portal, they can contact Ashley McKinney or Kirsten Stewart at DODD.
2) ICF Cost reports – Ms. Jenkins shared updated due dates of March 30th and April 13th.  The change of dates is due to leap year.

3) Waivers for DSPs under 18 – Ms. Jenkins shared that several months ago while the Provider Certification workgroup was meeting, there was discussion regarding removing the 18 year old age requirement for DSPs, but that due to pressure from family advocates, the department decided to leave in the 18 year old requirement.  However, Kate Haller from DODD had stated the department would continue to approve waivers and even stated that they would be working on ways to make the waiver process easier.  Then, last week, Ms. Jenkins saw a version of the waiver application which stated that those under 18 would not be allow to perform personal care.  Ms. Jenkins has a meeting scheduled with Ann Weisent and Angel Morgan on 2/12 to get more information.
4) Federal ICF-IID Legislation – Ms. Jenkins shared some potential federal legislation regarding ICFs-IID that OHCA has been assisting with. 
5) AHCA Fly-In:  Sherry, Nisi & I will be attending.  

6) DSP Magnet Workshop – Ms. Jenkins reminded board members of this education opportunity for just ID/DD members.  So far, we have 15 participants registered and most are non-members.  Ms. Jenkins stated she would like to see more member representatives attend, which hopefully can help lead to new members.
