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Workforce Statistics
· Nationally, nursing facilities have lost 236,600 jobs from February 2020 to January 2022, or 15% of their total workforce*
· In 2020, of the 39,226 LPNs who reported working in nursing in Ohio, 49.6% worked in a nursing home, extended care or assisted living facility.  Only roughly 5% of RNs worked in same facility type settings.**
· In 2020, 27% of LPNs with an active licensure were over the age of 55**

Nurse Faculty Shortage

· According to AACN’s 2020 report on enrollment and graduations in baccalaureate and graduate programs in nursing, US nursing schools turned away over 80,000 qualified nursing candidates due to insufficient number of faculty, clinical sites, classroom space, clinical preceptors and budget constraints.***

· According to a 2019 AACN survey, the data show a nurse faculty vacancy rate of 7.2%***

· It is estimated that 1/3 of current nurse faculty is expected to retire by 2025***

· 25 current Ohio Career Technical Education Centers state that they would offer high school LPN programs if they were able to afford nurse educators for the program.

States Allowing Exceptions
· We have provided 4 different state examples (Florida, Michigan, Missouri and West Virginia) which demonstrate different innovative approaches and flexibilities to the BSN requirement for LPN nurse faculty, while still supporting completion  of the BSN program (see handout for state rule examples)

· Allowing RNs with an Associate’s degree to teach LPNs would encourage completion of BSN programs and relieve some of the nurse faculty issues stagnating current LPN graduation rates.
· Could instate provisions requiring programs demonstrate efforts to attempt to find nurse faculty with completed BSN program, as seen in Missouri.
